Dear Savery Creek Hunter:
Thank you for choosing to hunt with us during the 2011 Hunting Season.  Enclosed in this packet are some documents for you.  These items should help you prepare for your upcoming hunt.    
Please fill out the contact information page, it is not necessary to fill out the medical information unless you feel that there is something we need to know, or a physician in the area may need to know in case of emergency during your stay.  Please do fill in any food allergies you may have to ensure that we can accommodate any special needs you may have.  Also, the contact information portion is at your discretion.  We would prefer at least one alternate contact for our files.  
Please review your Contract and verify the correctness of the information, sign and date, and return this to us as soon as possible.  (Bo Stocks – PO Box 189 – Savery, WY  82332)
Also enclosed for you is a copy of our liability “Release and Discharge”.  You may choose to sign it and return it now or you may choose to sign one upon your arrival in camp.  
Your invoice should reflect your payment and hunt information.  All final payments are due August 1, 2011.  This helps us keep our paperwork in line and have a neatly run, simplified camp once you arrive. 
Our lodge is located up a mountain trail, it is an easy drive, however, you may need 4 wheel drive if you choose to bring your vehicle to our lodge.  If your travel plans include bringing your own vehicle but you wish to leave it in town please let us know via phone the day before your arrival to ensure your timely pickup.  If your plans include the need for airport transportation please include a copy of your itinerary via email to either kristenwstocks@gmail.com or sco@wyoming.com prior to your arrival.  A phone call the day of your arrival would be appreciated as well.  
Your stay will include full accommodations.  There is no need to bring sheets or towels; our lodge is fully equipped for your stay.  We do have satellite internet and some cell phone service on any AT&T compatible network.  At this time we do not have resources to accommodate Verizon or Sprint customers at the lodge due to the network coverage in our area but each day during your hunt you should have phone service on the tops of the hills.  
You should check the weather the week before your trip to ensure that you are prepared for the current weather.  Warmer weather may require only long sleeve t-shirt type clothing, whereas colder weather may require enough layers to keep you warm in light snow conditions.  Other recommendation include but are not limited to: 2 pair of "broken in" hunting boots, both light and heavy socks, Long Johns or warm under clothing, quiet pants as the animals can hear far better than you can, camo coat, warm gloves, flashlight, binoculars (the best set you can afford to buy or borrow - we glass a lot), orange as needed, personal items such as soap, shampoo, tooth paste, etc., shooting sticks that you are familiar with and use before you get here to sight in with, scope covers, extra bullets, camera, something to carry items in while in the field (you don’t need a huge heavy back pack, just something light and convenient to carry a few extra items in).  If you bring what you normally hunt with you should be fine, there is no need to incur a lot of expense for new gear for this hunt.  
Rifle Hunters:  
You will need one item of orange per Wyoming regulations, this can be as little as a hat or as much as you desire.  
Your rifle should be sighted in before your trip and it is preferred that you are sighted in at 300 yards.  Sighting in at 100 yards can prove tricky as our open country usually requires a slightly longer shot.  Also we recommend knowing where your gun is shooting (inches high/low) from 100 yards through 400 yards, this will ensure you are prepared for any situation.  We will provide a shooting range in town the day of your arrival to double check guns and ensure accuracy after traveling.  Please ensure that you have sufficient ammunition for the shooting range as well as the hunt.  

Archery Hunters:
You should be sighted in upon arrival.  We have targets available for any minor touchups you may require upon arrival.  It is recommended that you have pins to a minimum of 40 yards and be comfortable shooting at that distance.  As some of our hunting is spot and stalk this will be beneficial.  If you are not comfortable at this distance, we do have tree stands set up and can accommodate any type shooter.  Stock your quiver with plenty of arrows and sharp broadheads, you never know when you may need a few extra and this country can prove difficult for easy quick arrow retrieval.  No orange necessary.  

Practice and proficiency with your weapon of choice is recommended prior to your arrival.  All hunts will be run on a harvest or wound basis. The wounding of any animal shall result in the completion of the hunt for that species.

Please be aware of your application deadlines and your hunt area when you apply.  If you need assistance with this process Bo will be happy to guide you through.  Please make sure to not to wait to the last minute if you require assistance, it makes it hard to ensure everyone will be successful at drawing when pushing the time limits.  Also it would be nice to have a copy of your license application confirmation sent via mail or email.  This is not mandatory but it helps for us to have it in your file.  This ensures you have put in for the correct tag and helps avoid any errors that cannot be fixed past the application deadline.   

If you are planning to take your meat with you, please be sure to have the proper storage devices (coolers etc.) when you arrive.  Our small town is not really equipped for your bigger shopping needs.  Knowing your taxidermy information is preferable if you are having items shipped elsewhere.  The local plant can accommodate that as well as any taxidermy work you request of them.  

Tipping your guide is highly recommended.  We employ only the best guides that have a lot of experience; they put forth a lot of effort to ensure the quality of your hunt.  A 10% tip is standard, but as you know it is customary to increase the reward with the quality of their service.  This is much appreciated and will help fix those flats and repair that 4 wheel drive at the end of a rugged hunting season.  It is also appropriate to tip any of our other staff that has been helpful and has contributed to the enjoyment of your stay.
